Obijekt je situovan v centru Bratislavy v reziden¢ni ¢tvrti Ruzinov. Klidnou loka-
litu s dostatkem zelené si oblibily zejména rodiny s détmi. Komplex disponuje
byty a apartmany vsech velikosti - od jednopokojovych az po Sestipokojové,
s rozlohou 40 az 200 m2 Vnitini ¢ast predstavuje oddychové zéna se zelenou
sttechou v Urovni 2. nadzemniho podlazi, parkem, ndméstim a fontanou.

Pro TCHAS jako nejvétsiho ¢eského exportéra stavebnich praci slo o historicky
prvni realizaci reziden¢niho projektu na Slovensku, kde jiz fadu let Uspésné
pUsobi v oblasti Zelezni¢nich a vodohospodafskych staveb.

This multifunctional residential complex from the multinational developers
FINEP, located on Bratislava’s Jégého street comprises of 506 flats and apart-
ments in three dilated units. Two of these have 15 floors above ground, whi-
le the dominant ‘tower’ boasts 21 above-ground floors. Construction work
was undertaken on behalf of the general supplier TCHAS in equal measure
by the UNIPS plant Ostrava and the subsidiary Specialne ¢innosti Bratislava.

The property is located in the centre of Bratislava in the residential district
of Ruzinov. This quiet locality with a generous amount of parkland and gree-
nery is especially popular among families with children. Flats and apartments
in the complex come in all sizes — from single-room to six-room apartments,
ranging in floor space from 40 to 200 m2. The rear area is occupied by a re-
laxation zone with a garden roof at first floor level that offers a park, square
and fountain.

The upper storeys, where the more spacious apartments are predominant-
ly located, offer owners an exceptionally beautiful prospect of the city.
The lower ground floor and part of the ground floor hide the parking area,
while commercial spaces occupy street level. First-floor apartments have their
own ‘pre-garden’ while other floors have loggias or terraces. On the highest
floors of both 15-storey buildings are maisonettes with roof terraces.

For TCHAS, which is the largest Czech exporter of construction work, this was
the first realisation of a housing project in Slovakia, where for many years now
it has been successfully engaged in railway and water management construc-
tion projects.
