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E sidlo UFadu pro ochranu hospodarské soutéze

2. etapa - pristavba budovy na tfidé Kpt. Jarose v Brné
Ufad pro ochranu hospodafské soutéze (UOHS) ziskal v roce 2005 budovu

a pozemky na tfidé Kpt. Jaro3e v Brné pro zfizeni svého nového sidla. Rekon-
strukce ptvodniho neorenesan¢niho objektu byla predmétem 1. etapy vy-
stavby dokoncené v roce 2007.

Néroky na umisténi potfebného poctu pracovnikd Uradu vsak zietelné uka-
zovaly, Ze stavajici prostory nebudou pro dany Ucel dostate¢né. Proto byla
v roce 2007 zahajena generalnim dodavatelem - zdvodem UNIPS Ostrava spo-
le¢nosti TCHAS - realizace 2. etapy. Jde o rozsahlou ¢tyfpodlazni pristavbu,
ulozenou v dvorni ¢asti aredlu na podlozi podzemnich garazi.

Pristavba je ze Zelezobetonu, ¢asti plasté rovnobézné s plvodni budovou jsou
pIné. S nimi kontrastuji pfi¢né osazované prosklené plochy. Moderni design
prorlsta pres spojovaci ¢ast i do staré budovy, uplatriuje se v nové vybudova-
ném podkrovi a na technickém zafizeni budov - svitidlech, sanitarnim vyba-
veni a feSenf interiéru.

Samotna hmota pfistavby je odsazena, mezeru vypliuje vzdusné pusobici
zaskleny krcek s dalsim vytahem. Zarovnané plochy stiech, ozvlastnéné mo-
zaikou pokryvné zelené, napomahaji vnimani pristavby v jeji jasné definova-
telné kompozici hmot.

In 2005, the Office for the Protection of Competition acquired a building and
land on the street tfida Kpt. Jaro$e in Brno, where it could set up its headquar-
ters. Renovation of the original neo-Renaissance building was the subject
of Stage | of construction in 2007.

The requirement to house the Office’s necessary number of employees soon
clearly revealed, however, that the existing amount of space would be insuf-
ficient for the building’s intended purpose. In 2007, therefore, the general
supplier — the UNIPS plant in Ostrava for the company TCHAS, commenced
realization of Stage II. This involved constructing a spacious four-storey ex-
tension, to be located in the courtyard area of the site, with the underground
garage built into the foundations.

The extension is built from reinforced concrete, with parts of the building en-
velope parallel to the original building being solid. Contrasting with this are
the laterally positioned glazed surfaces. Modern design has also swept across
the connecting section between the two buildings to penetrate the older site,
where it is manifest in the new attic conversion and the old building’s new
technical facilities - lighting, plumbing and interior design.

The mass of the new extension is offset from the main building, the gap being
filled with a light and airy collar containing an additional lift. The flush align-
ment of the roofs, differentiated by a mosaic of vegetation, helps to perceive
the extension as a clearly definable composition of masses.

In addition to changes in the main building was the rerouting of the existing
sewers, the construction of hard surfaces and a car park with drainage. Also
new is the street lighting and floral landscaping, whereby all mature vegeta-
tion has been maintained.
